The Education and Job Training Assistance Fund was established by The
Allstate Foundation Domestic Violence Program to channel small grants to
adult domestic violence survivors to help them achieve their educational and
professional goals.

Do  yourself a favor and pick up a good book! 

Epsilon Sigma Omicron (ESO) is an honorary educational society open to all
per-capita paying GFWC federated club members. More than 60 years ago, the
ESO program became a permanent part of the GFWC Education Department.
Through ESO, clubwomen are given direction in planned reading for
self-enrichment and personal growth. Members can participate in ESO as part of a reading group

 or on their own.

The program provides membership, awards and certificates, pins, reading
lists, and a framework in which to pursue continued self-improvement through
reading. Many clubs combine club programming with ESO related activities,
such as reading awareness and book promotion.

 

 Send $2.00 with your name, address, the name of your club and the district, to Headquarters made out to the NJSFWC and earmarked ESO.  You will also need to obtain the reading list, which costs $1.50 so  a check for $3.50 total.

The reading list will give you more information.  You must choose from the list in order to have the books count toward your goal.  The list is divided into 18 categories, including one of Free Choice.  For example, for the Member's Certificate, you must choose five categories from the 18 on the list.  Four books from each category are selected for reading, making a total of 20 books. Once you see the list, you will see that there is something for everyone. 

After reading the required number of books (20 for Member's Certificate, additional 25 for Star Level Certificate, etc.) from your chosen categories, you will need to write a review of a minimum of 50 words.
