This is the final call to clubs entering the Community Improvement Contest. 
1. Entries must be postmarked February 1, 2012 and mailed to this chairman at 340 E. Park Ave, Haddonfield, NJ 08033.  Reports can either be a narrative account of the club’s project or in the form of a project notebook containing a narrative description and supporting materials, but must not exceed seven pounds in weight nor measure more than 15x20 inches in size.

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]ALL ENTRIES MUST INCLUDE A COMPLETED COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT CONTEST ENTRY FORM.  This form can be found in the December ALMANAC or in the Forms section under the Materials tabonwww.njsfwc.org.  (Please note that although the GFWC form says April 1, 2012, the New Jersey deadline is February 1, 2012 in order for the state judging to take place and to report New Jersey’s winning entry to GFWC)

3. Projects must have been accomplished between March 1, 2010 and April 30, 2012.  Reports should focus on conveying how the project improved the community.  What was the need?  How was the project chosen?  How did your club obtain community support?  Who helped?  How was the project financed?  What was the outcome?  How did the project affect your membership?
Any project that improves life in your community is a Community Improvement Contest project.  ALL CLUBS do some project that fits this criteria – please be sure to enter your project.  All entries, including District Winners, will be awarded a certificate.  The first, second or third place state winners will receive a CASH award, as will the first to fifth place national winners.  Juniorette club entries will be judged separately.
