*GFWC Initiative ~ United Nations Campaign to Prevent Mother-to-Child Transmission of HIV/AIDS

For the first time ever, the world has developed the means to start a reversal of the HIV/AIDS pandemic. It has developed the knowledge, and it has developed the medicine. Still, the crisis continues to grow – especially among children.


Right now, more than 1.700 newborns become HIV-positive each day, usually through transmission of the AIDS virus from their mothers. This is happening even though testing and care can prevent most mother-to-child transmission.


The problem is, prevention programs today reach fewer than 10 percent of the women and children who need them. As the leading international organization working on behalf of children, UNICEF is uniquely qualified to tackle this challenge.

In 2005, UNICEF launched Unite for Children. Unite against AIDS. Their goal is to make sure mothers and children get the attention they deserve in the fight against HIV/AIDS. It’s why UNICEF has chosen as one of their key objectives the prevention of mother-to-child HIV transmission. 

· Without treatment an HIV-positive mother faces a 35 percent chance of passing the virus on to her baby. With antiretroviral medications, nutritional programs, safe delivery practices, and other services, a mother can cut the risk of transmission to as little as 2 percent.

· The average cost of one dose of antiretroviral medications for a mother and her newborn, in addition to some expenses for delivery, comes to $3. The average cost for a full course of treatment to prevent the transmission of HIV to a newborn is $133.
How can you help?
· Contact the U.S. Fund for UNICEF to order GFWC/UNICEF brochures, PowerPoint presentations, or a DVD on UNICEF’s HIV/AIDS programs. A limited number of DVDs are available at no cost.
· Raise funds by ordering Awareness Pins in packages of 25 (at no cost to your club!). UNICEF suggests that one pin be provided to a donor for a give of $3 (also the cost of one course of antiretroviral medication).  To minimize administrative costs, they ask that clubs, and not individuals, place pin orders.
