Juniorette Convention Guidelines

A signed permission slip, Convention guidelines and an emergency form must be sent to Kirsten Damiani, Conference Chairman, along with your club meal and hotel registrations for each Juniorette attending Convention. This includes daughters of chaperones.  If any of these forms are missing, the Juniorette will not be allowed to attend Convention.

A special Juniorette meal of chicken fingers and french fries is being offered for a price of $20 for the Saturday Banquet only. This is only available to Juniorette members.

Juniorettes may order an adult meal for $45 if they wish. Please fill in the appropriate box on the Juniorette Functions meal form with the price of the meal you wish to order. 

Hotel regulations allow five people to register for a room, with the use a cot.  One chaperone per four (4) Juniorettes is required.  THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS.

It is recommended that the chaperones not be members of the sponsoring Junior club.  However, should a Junior agree to chaperone, she is to share the same room with up to four (4) Juniorettes and her first commitment will be to attend Juniorette activities.  Family members and friends are all welcome as chaperones, however they must be at least 21 years of age.

One chaperone per Juniorette club is required for all scheduled Juniorette activities. All Juniorettes, regardless of age are required to be with a chaperone at all times.

Junior club members serving as chaperones for Juniorettes must register with their own Junior club. Only a non-Junior chaperone for a Juniorette club does not pay the registration fee.

Because there will be hotel patrons not associated with the Federation sharing floors with us, noise in the halls during the evening is to be kept to a minimum.

A curfew will be in effect immediately following the banquet.  Juniorettes are invited to attend planned activities for the Juniorettes until midnight (12:00) on Friday and until 1:00am on Saturday night.  Juniorettes not participating in evening activities will be required to be in their rooms.  Under no circumstances will Juniorettes be allowed in the halls unless traveling from the Function room to their bedrooms.

No Juniorette will be permitted to leave the hotel premises for any reason once registered with the Convention.  Chaperones may NOT take any Juniorettes from the hotel premises for any reason.  Disregard of this guideline will be reason to contact a parent(s) or guardian.  As stated in the Juniorette permissions slip, the Juniorette will not be allowed to remain at the Convention.
