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Go to the right side of the page where it says team listings. 
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Click on more.
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Scroll down to Jersey Juniors and click on it.
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Click on Join Now and you are ready to go!
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Order the Heifer International DVD/Video and show it to your club, local church groups, CCD programs, and Vacation Bible School programs.
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Order printed materials on Heifers “Living Market”.
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When using the web site make sure to e-mail (or blog) as many friends and family as you can and invite them to support you in your event.  The more people you email, the more support you will receive.
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You can build a Team and ask friends or family to participate in your event with you.
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Promote your event and your club by calling your local paper and asking them to write a story about you or place a press release.

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Contact your local schools, day cares, and youth groups and see if they will trick-or-treat for UNICEF.
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Go to unicefusa.org and click on campaigns.  You will then see the area for trick or treat for UNICEF.  Order your orange boxes along with promotional materials.
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Looking for a drop off area?  Approach your local library and see if they will be a collection point for people to drop off their boxes.
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Who says little orange boxes are for kids only!  Place a box at your desk, in the coffee room, at your dentist, doctor, and hair salon.  Make sure to place a label on your box with your club name and a contact number.
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While wait for Halloween?  Dress your little ones up the weekend before and stand in front of the costume stores, food stores, etc.

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Order your Leader Packet.  This packet will have a great DVD that you can show your club, scouts, church, etc.
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In September decide how many shoeboxes your group would like to make along with the age group and sex of the child.

You would be surprised how many new things you will have in your home that you could donate at no cost to you.  Whenever my children receive a goodie bag from a birthday party I automatically empty the contents into a box to use for donations.
