PINK (JUNIORS) AND YELLOW (JUNIORETTES) SHEETS 

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
Why do we need to do this?

· The Pink (Juniors) and Yellow (Juniorettes) Sheet determines the number of members for which your club will be billed to pay per capita dues to NJSFWC.  The dues income is used in the preparation of the upcoming year’s budget.
· If a Pink (Juniors) and Yellow (Juniorettes) Sheet is not completed and returned to Headquarters, the number of members listed in the current (2009-2010) NJSFWC Yearbook will be the number of members for which your club will be billed in September 2010.
· The information on the Pink (Juniors) and Yellow (Juniorettes) Sheet is also used in the preparation of the NJSFWC Yearbook and by the District Assistant (DA) in preparing her contact list of club presidents in your District.
How do we complete the Pink (Juniors) and Yellow (Juniorettes) Sheet?
· Fill in the required information about officers for the upcoming year (2010-2011).  There is no need to wait until the new officers are installed.  Once the election of officers has been held, those members may be listed on the Pink (Juniors) and Yellow (Juniorettes) Sheet.
· If your club has co-presidents, only one can be listed. The name of the person listed on the Pink (Juniors) and Yellow (Juniorettes) Sheet will appear in the NJSFWC Yearbook, and she will receive all official club mail.
· Be very sure of the number of members you report for the upcoming (2010-2011) club year.  This number is the exact number for which your club will be expected to pay per capita dues. There will be NO EXCEPTIONS made.
· Pink (Juniors) and Yellow (Juniorettes) Sheets must be signed by both the club’s President and Recording Secretary. (These two officers should verify to each other that the information being submitted is correct)
When are the Pink (Juniors) and Yellow (Juniorettes) Sheets due?

· Pink (Juniors) and Yellow (Juniorettes) Sheets are due to the NJSFWC-JM Corresponding Secretary NO LATER THAN APRIL 1st.
