To get my daughter’s 1st grade class excited about UNICEF I contacted our local Shop-Rite and asked if they would display UNICEF posters, I planned on having her class make.  Once I had their okay I approached her teacher about a two-part UNICEF project.  The first part involved me coming into the classroom and putting on a puppet show about UNICEF  (the script can be downloaded off of the web-site).  The second part of the project came after the show.  I handed each child an 11 x 17 piece of paper, which they decorated.  Each poster said, “Trick-or-Treat for UNICEF!  Kids helping Kids!”  I loved seeing all the different “trick-or-treat” drawing that they made.  Shop-Rite then allowed me to hang the posters on their front windows.  Some of the children took a picture with the store manager and their posters and it was printed in the local paper.

Many parents contacted me to say how much their child learned from the puppet show and how much they enjoyed pointing out which poster was theirs.  I had such a great response that the weekend before Halloween Shop-Rite allowed us to stand in front of their store with our little orange boxes.  In just 2 hours six children had raised $347.  All from just chanting  “Trick or Treat for UNICEF!   Kids helping Kids!”  On Monday, I went back into my daughter’s class and told them how much we had raised in just a few hours.  By Halloween every student was very excited and on November 2nd when the last box came in we had raised a total of $1,356.27.

I believe you will find that all children want to help others.   Trick-or-Treat for UNICEF is a wonderful way to begin teaching your child how just 1 cent can make a difference.
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It’s 7:30 am – you’ve brushed your teeth and had breakfast.  You rinse your dishes, grab your coat and throw your gym clothes in the wash on you way out.

You get to school and on your way to class you stop by the bathroom and water fountain.  By 8:15 you’re sitting in your seat and you’ve already used 100 gallons of water!
