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Membership Matters

A word about the Pink Sheets (and the yellow ones for Juniorettes) 
What the heck is that??

 The pink (or yellow) sheet is found in the back of the yearbook but is also being mailed to all the Presidents. It contains important information that the Membership Liaison needs. First, the most important item is the number of members that the club will have for the 2007 – 2008 club year. On November 1st, dues need to be paid for that amount of members. If you do not send in a pink (or yellow) sheet, you will be charged for the numbers of members you reported the year before! It is extremely important that you report an accurate number of members. The Junior Membership budget is based on the dues money to be collected and the entire Junior Membership suffers if there is a large drop of reported members.  Also, the Federation yearbook listing is printed with the Presidents’ names and addresses on the pink sheet. It is important that the Executive Board and Federation Headquarters have accurate information to communicate with the clubs. The names and addresses of the Secretary and Treasurer are needed and may be used in case there are communication problems; it’s good to have backup information available. (FYI – if there are co Presidents, we are only able to list one President, so make sure you list the President who likes to take care of the paperwork!)
